“Anchoring Your Soul in the Midst of the Storm “  
 
In Hebrews 6:14, the writer encourages the Jewish 
Christians to secure the anchor of their souls in Faith, 
which is sure and steadfast. In Genesis 17: 3, it is written, 
“And God said unto Abraham, Thou shalt keep my 
covenant therefore, thou, and thy seed after thee in their 
generations.” Although Abraham was childless, his faith 
remained in God, who calls things as if they already 
existed.  He promised saying “Surely in blessing I will 
bless thee, and multiplying I will multiply thee.” 
(Hebrews. 6:14).  
 
Abraham trusted God. Romans 4:18-21 says, “Who 
against hope believed in hope, that he might become the 
father of many nations, according to that which was 
spoken, so shall thy seed be.” God made a promise to 
Abraham swearing by Himself. In our society men swear 
by something greater than themselves and since there are 
none greater than God, He confirmed it by his oath. If 
God swore by Himself to keep His promise to Abraham, 
to what extent will He keep His promise to us?  
 
As we endure storms in our lives let us remember the 
immutability of God’s words and remember that He 
cannot lie. We should wait patiently, have faith in the 
Lord, and trust God, as Abraham trusted God. For the 
Hebrew writer says, “For God is not unrighteous to forget 
your work and labour of love, which ye have shewed 
toward his name, in that ye have ministered to the saints, 
and do minister” (Hebrews 6:10-12). �

Because of God’s immutability, we have a strong 
consolation, which is the anchor of our souls. So, 
whatever life brings, remember our hope is God’s 
creditability, which provides divine consolation.
